Civics Class is an art-video creation that deals with education on the federal
level. The central government (the Education Ministry) has selected “100
Fundamental Concepts” to constitute the focus of a uniform basis for national
identity among school children in the State of Israel. Each child who memorizes

A group of children from a randomly chosen elementary school is exposed, in
this video study, to the concepts which the system sorted and filtered for them.

Watching them here raises basic questions about responsibility, education,
national identity and consolidating consciousness. What is our role in these
